What causes anxiety and sadness varies from person to 
person, but there are things we can all do to get through 
these nasty blues: 
 

1. Connect with others in your church, community and 

work place. By taking a step towards seeking social 

support, you can avoid feeling isolated. 

2. Worship with others to refocus on the true meaning of 

Christmas. Let the music and message draw you   

closer to Jesus. When our heart is filled with His   

presence, it makes a difference.
